Coronado Fight Back West

Traffic mitigation proposal presented to Coronado residents on October 21, 2004

· All proposed solutions will require support from local residents to move forward.

· Installation of physical devices (such as center medians, circles) will require neighboring residents’ support before the test phase and again before permanent installation. 

· The Public Arts Commission would be invited to help in creating attractive improvements to our major streets—12th and Virginia. 

· The neighborhood will be involved in landscaping decisions.

· The actual implementation of the “solutions” will take time. 

· Approved solutions will be prioritized according to the overall positive impact on the neighborhood area-wide, and the method and availability of funding for the project. 

Approvals received for proposed traffic solutions:

1. Center median on Virginia from Dayton to 12th

To reduce traffic congestion and increase safety for students by keeping them (and the parents who pick them up and drop them off) on the north side of Virginia. In conjunction with a shaded, comfortable waiting area for the students on campus, this will eliminate the need for students to cross the busy street to reach their rides. It will also keep waiting cars away from the homes south of Virginia. Median to be funded through Fight Back. Student waiting area and landscaping of the southern edge of campus will be funded with School Bond funds. 

2. Designated student drop-off/pick-up lane, north side of Virginia,  


from Dayton Street to 12th Street

This will be done with striping and will not require any funding. It will functionally narrow the width of Virginia. With pick up/drop off on the north side, students will no longer need to cross Virginia through busy traffic to reach their rides. It should also resolve the problem of loitering and littering on neighborhood streets. 

3. Calming treatment on Virginia, 7th Street to Dayton Street

To slow traffic on this high volume street by narrowing Virginia with small center islands, bulb outs with shaded parking spaces, or a combination of both. It would extend the calming effect created by the center median near North High for ½ a mile, discouraging cut-through traffic. Depending on the availability of Fight Back funds, this could be a “phase 2” project with funding from other sources next year.

4. Striping on Virginia at 7th Street, eastbound and westbound

To reduce traffic confusion with clearly marked turn lanes designating which lane is through traffic and which is turning traffic.

5. Pedestrian crosswalk with center island, 12th Street


between Edgemont & Windsor 

To reduce traffic congestion and increase safety for students as they cross 12th Street when dropped by public buses. It will take a while before installation, but when it is installed, it will be funded with a grant from the Governor's Office of Highway Safety. No cost to Fight Back.

6. Traffic circle at 12th and Oak Streets

To calm 12th Street traffic. This location is under consideration through a pilot program, and would be at no cost to Fight Back. If engineers find it physically feasible, and property owners on all 4 corners support it, then it will require neighboring residents’ support before the test phase and again before permanent installation.

7. Continue calming treatment of 12th Street, from Oak Street south to McDowell

To calm 12th Street traffic. With a pedestrian island and a traffic circle in place to the north, traffic calming could continue all the way south to McDowell, creating an attractive boulevard through the heart of the neighborhood. This might include small center islands, or bump outs with parking, to narrow the street and slow traffic. If funding is not available through Fight Back, this could be a “phase two” project funded from other sources.

8. Specific speeding issues:

We all know what speed humps look like. Speed tables are another option. They would be at least twice as expensive, but could be constructed with the appearance of a street crossing and attractively designed. The decision to install a hump or a table would be resident signature driven, by individual street location, and constructed according to funding availability.

a) Two suggested to address County Club Park speeding problems on Windsor north and south of the park.

b) Three suggested to deal with “race course streets” to the east of North High-- Edgemont, Windsor and Cambridge. Residents are already collecting signatures for speed humps on these streets. 

c) One on 13th Street near Coronado Park. Residents have expressed interest in a speed hump. 

d) One on Dayton between Coronado Road and Palm Lane. 

e) One on 11th Street between Coronado Road and Palm Lane. 

9. Stop signs

Two intersections lack stop signs. Add a stop sign in either direction for the purpose of clearly indicating right-of-way at:

· 14th Street and Coronado

· 9th Street and Sheridan

10. Signage on Granada between 7th Street and 10th Street

To address speeders, add high visibility school signage plus speed limit signs as determined by Emerson School and the City School Safety Engineer. 

11. Street Closure of 10th Street at Coronado Road

Closure would completely eliminate cut-through traffic on 10th Street and greatly reduce traffic on neighborhood streets in the SW corner of the neighborhood. The preliminary step would be to talk with McDowell Road businesses abutting 10th Street to gauge their interest in closing the street. The application cost of $1,000 and installation costs would be negotiated in exchange for additional parking space for the businesses. No Fight Back funds would be involved.

12. Granada and Coronado Streets:

Identify solutions to address cut-through traffic issues caused by rush hour traffic congestion on McDowell Road and 7th Street.

13. Turn restriction signage

Investigate turn restriction signage on 7th Street north of Oak, and McDowell at 11th Street.
